No. 6 will have a separate cumulative index covering all the items in Service
Information issues 1-6 inclusive.

This system will be repeated for a complete volume of 24 Service Information
issues.

SUBJECT: WHITE RUST ON GALVANISED PARTS
MODEL: All Land-Rover. _
REMARKS: The presence of ‘white rust’ on galvanised parts has been raised recently
by some of our Distributors and Dealers.
Normally ‘white rust' does not occur on these parts when freely exposed.
Even in cases where a deposit or stain is evident the original surface is
usually restored by normal usage and exposure to the elements.
However, for showroom purposes, or where a customer draws attention to
this condition, the following cleaning procedure can be carried out: Add
= to 4,5 litres (1 gallon) of warm water 112 ml (3-4 fluid ozs or half a cup) of
\ : ‘Teepol” and 113 gms (4 ozs by weight) of Soda Ash. Alternatively, if Soda
e Ash is not readily available, 170 gms (6 ozs) of domestic washing soda
crystals may be used.
Scrub the affected galvanised parts with the liquid using a nylon hand
scourer, a metallic type should not be used.
Finally rinse with clean water and dry.
